You will be asked to e-mail 3 items to Dr. Smith.  You may combine them all into one sketch if you wish, but you do not have to.

1. Construct any triangle and make its centroid, circumcenter, and orthocenter.  Label all of them.  Construct the circle that has the circumcenter as its center.  E-mail this sketch to Dr. Smith.
2. E-mail to Dr. Smith a sketch which contains 2 custom tools:  one for a square and one for an equilateral triangle.
3. Produce a sketch showing Smith’s Theorem.
a) Construct a parallelogram.

b) Build squares on all sides.

c) Find the “center” of each square.  (The center is the intersection of the diagonals.)
d) Connect the 4 centers.

e) What have you formed?
