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Collection Locations for Quercus 

A. Near crossing of Walker Creek, just west of Mexican Water, AZ Population of pure Q. welshii
B. 9.5 miles SE of Kayenta, AZ. Population of Q. welshii
C. In canyon west of Jacob’s Chair (I’ll get name of canyon later for you) Zone of hybridization between Q. gambelii var. bonina and 1 individual of Q. turbinella
D. Butler Wash, UT. Pure populations of Q. gambelii var. bonina
E. South side of the Abajo Mts, just north of Blanding, UT. Population of mostly pure Q. gambelii although some introgression was apparent in some individuals. 

F. La Plata Canyon, CO. Pure population Q. gambelii.

G. Durango, on hillside just east and below the water tower just west of the end of 30th street. Hybrid zone of Q. gambelii and I believe, Q. turbinella. The Q. turbinella is slightly not normal. 

H. Cutter Reservoir, NM in area S and W of Dam. Area of hybridization with Q. turbinella being dominant, particularly on top of hills and hybrids (certainly not pure Q. gambelii) below and closer to the stream.

I. A couple miles SW of Shiprock Mt. Small population of Q. turbinella. 
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
