1. Detailed proposal: In this most important section you should describe exactly what it is that you propose to do, how long you anticipate it will take you to do it, what your anticipated outcomes are, and why this proposed activity is valuable to you as an FLC student.  A literature review is not necessary.  Will this activity be carried out alone, or is this a group activity?  How will others in the group be funded?
2. Detailed budget request:  This should be a line-item budget that you have thoroughly researched.  Just like a faculty proposal, you need to consult FLC policy documents to determine things like appropriate per diem and mileage rates, and to have precise estimates for airfare (use the lowest quotes from internet sites like Travelocity or Expedia) and accurate estimates for supplies and services.  If you are carrying out your project during the summer terms and asking for campus housing during the summer, find out what rates are being charged.  If you are asking for a summer stipend, please include dates of work and observe a $1000 maximum for this item. The items requested in your budget should match the description of your project or travel activities in your proposal.
3. Is this project a requirement for your major? Explain how this work relates to your chosen program of study.
4. Are additional funds available for this project? Is this work being supported from any other source, such as departmental funds, a faculty member’s research grant, a rich uncle, etc?  How much and from whom?  Will partial funding allow you to get this work done? If your faculty mentor has grant funding, your project description and budget must clearly indicate how your project extends the faculty member’s funded project and what budget items the faculty member can provide. The Undergraduate Student Research, Scholarly and Creative Activities fund is not able to support projects for which a faculty member already has funding.

5. How do you plan to report the results of this project?  Presentation of the results of this work is expected.  This might take the form of a performance, exhibit, poster or oral presentation (on campus or at a meeting), or as a written document.  Who will evaluate these results?
