Guidelines and Instructions

Who is eligible?
      Currently registered Fort Lewis College students 

· Carrying a course load of at least 12 credit hours per semester

·  Having a minimum 2.75 cumulative GPA 

· Who will not graduate before completing the proposed activity

· Who will register for the proposed activity for academic credit

New eligibility requirement starting in Fall 2009 

· An individual student is eligible for one research project award and one travel award during his/her undergraduate career at FLC
What kinds of costs will be considered for funding?
· Student stipends (limit $1000 for summer scholarly work)

· Student supplies and materials expenses

· Summer on-campus housing for students conducting projects during the summer terms
· Printing, publication, and/or performance costs

· Student travel to national and regional meetings to present work

· Student fees and/or travel for participation in master classes, conferences, and symposia 

· Publicity and refreshments for recognition events

· Other purposes for which a compelling case can be made

What kinds of costs will NOT be considered for funding?

· International travel will not be funded

· Tuition and course fees will not be funded (including Extended Studies and innovative month activities)

· Equipment purchases will not be funded

· Travel to “sit in” on meetings with no direct participation in activities will not be funded

How can I apply for this funding?

Fill out the Grant Application, legibly and in detail, giving personal contact information, specific course information for which this work will be done, a detailed description of the proposed activity, and a detailed budget request including other funds available for the project/activity.  The maximum request for any one proposal is $2500.  Activities may be partially funded at the discretion of the committee.  See the Grant Application for more specific instructions concerning the structure of your proposal.
Please note that proposals will require the name and signature of a faculty mentor for the project or activity, and department chair approval. 
What are the deadlines for submission of these proposals?
The deadline for submission of proposals for research/creative projects or professional travel to take place during Winter 2010 or professional travel that will take place in late Fall 2009 is Monday, November 2, 2009 by 5 pm. 

Where do I submit my proposal?

Submit proposals to Cheryl Betka, 240 Berndt Hall (Provost’s office).  Note: Incomplete proposals, or proposals without faculty mentor and department chair names and signatures will not be considered.

Who will review my proposal, and when will I hear about funding?

The academic Deans, the Provost and Associate VP for Academic Affairs will serve as the selection committee for these awards.  These awards are meant for students only as stated above.  Faculty members should submit proposals for Faculty Scholarship and/or Faculty Development grant funds for their own stipends and expenses rather than to this fund.  
Students will be notified of funding success by November 20, 2009
